Following a period of community input between now and the fall, the Lansing Parks and
Recreation Department will evaluate all the options for Frances Park, amegifl to assemble
a multi-year Master Plan for the park, based on the feasibility of cost, maahiéty,
accessibility, environmental and safety issues, ingress/egress, arrdifiing opportunities.

Friends of Frances Park is an official non-profit
organization within GCGL. In partnership with the City
of Lansing, it is dedicated to the upkeep and
beautification of Frances Park. GCGL is a service
organization working to promote environmental and
civic responsibility through the advancement of
gardening and landscape design, and providing
horticultural, educational and networking resources to its
membership and the community at large.

The Garden Club of Greater Lansing was organized in

Center and the Monet Bridge at MSU'’s
Children’s Garden. GCGL regularly enhances
the Capitol City’s neighborhoods by contributing
garden pots, plants and materials for community
gardens, neighborhood entrances and dividers,
